PARADE OF LIGHTS RULES

The following rules will be strictly enforced by the Odessa Police Department.

Place your number on the passenger’s door of the float or lead vehicle at the time of
line-up

All parade participants will travel in the centermost lane. The outside lanes need to
remain open for emergency vehicles

No vehicle through bouncing, weaving, accelerating or spinning shall cause its tires to
leave the roadway surface

All parade participants will travel at the speed set by the lead police unit

Any group that wishes to perform are allowed to stop for a maximum of twenty seconds
at the following intersections only: 18" St & Grant, 8" St & Grant and 5" St & Grant.

Performing groups may also stop for a maximum of twenty seconds in front of the
judges’ panel, located near 23" Street & Andrews Highway.

Parade participants cannot throw, drop, hand out or otherwise give out any candy, other
food articles, toys, souvenirs or similar items to people along the parade route

Parade floats (except marching bands, large floats, and 18 wheelers) will enter Medical
Center Hospital’s Oncology Parking lot on the corner of 4" & Sam Houston to drop off
passengers only. Citizens can pick up parade passengers on 3" Street between Sam
Houston and Alleghaney. ECISD school buses will be available to transport participants
back to Odessa College if needed.

Larger floats and 18 wheelers will turn south (left) on Sam Houston and unload
passengers, if needed, between 3™ and 4™ Streets. Once unloaded, the floats and 18

wheelers will need to proceed south to 2™ Street and turn either east or west.

Absolutely no one will be allowed to leave the drop off area on a float, trailer or an open
bed of a vehicle.

All marching bands will turn north (right) on Sam Houston to the ECISD buses
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
